Appendix A

CONCEPT

“I’'m Not Your Enemy” / “He cbm TBOM Bpar”

The project “I’'m Not Your Enemy” explores time not as an abstract
concept, but as a constant presence with which humans attempt to
establish a relationship of control, management, and measurement.
Despite these efforts, time remains autonomous and indifferent to human
will.

The object consists of a pendulum made of long, natural human hair,
attached to a wooden panel. Its movement is steady, continuous, and
mechanical, reminiscent of a wall clock. The mechanism is completely
hidden, eliminating any technical visibility of the process and leaving the
viewer alone with the pure motion and its rhythm.

The use of natural hair as material introduces tension between the organic
and the mechanical, the body and time, the personal and the impersonal.
The hair functions simultaneously as a trace of human presence and as an
instrument governed by a strict, repeatable mechanism. In this way, the
object situates human corporeality alongside the impersonal structure of
time.

The sound component is an inseparable part of the work—the quiet ticking
and the slight movement of the hair emphasize the monotony and
inevitability of the temporal rhythm.

The project deliberately avoids narrative and symbolic definitiveness. “I'm
Not Your Enemy” does not provide ready-made interpretations, but
conditions for observation. Meaning is constructed over time—through
duration, repetition, and presence.

This is an installation for slow perception, which raises a question to the
viewer: can we “control” time that does not care about us?



Appendix B

Participants and Motivation for Their Selection

The project involves a single artist — Gaby Grigorova, whose practice
focuses on objects, installations, and photography. She has extensive
professional experience in the film and television industry, which she has
gradually redirected toward contemporary art. She uses photography and
everyday objects transformed into conceptual works. Her practice focuses
on themes such as inner conflicts, the body as a carrier of stories, as well
as issues related to mortality.

Curator lvaylo Stoimenov was selected for his experience in contemporary
conceptual art and his long-standing interest in projects that emphasize the
relationship between space, movement, and perception. The collaboration
between curator and artist is based on a shared understanding of
minimalist language and the necessity of unobtrusive yet conceptually
clear artistic gestures.

Appendix C

Works

The project foresees the realization of a single artwork—the installation
object “'m Not Your Enemy’, created specifically for Bulgaria’s
participation in the Venice Biennale.

The piece consists of a pendulum made of long natural human hair
attached to a wooden panel, which contains a hidden mechanism for even
movement. The choice of a single object is deliberate—it concentrates
attention on motion, rhythm, and material, without distracting the viewer
with multiple elements.

The work is intended to function as an autonomous visual and sonic
rhythm, unfolding over time and activating the space through continuous,
almost hypnotic motion.



Appendix D

Relation of the Project to the Exhibition Space

The installation is conceived in direct relation to the Sala Tiziano, a hall
with clearly defined architectural parameters that allow for concentrated
and prolonged perception. The object is positioned frontally to the wall,
scaled in accordance with the human body and viewing distance.

The project does not aim to dominate the space but to activate it through
motion, rhythm, and sound. Reduced lighting, achieved through a single
spotlight, isolates the object and creates an intimate observation situation,
where the viewer is alone with the pendulum’s movement and its temporal
impact.

In the context of Sala Tiziano, the project functions as a zone of
deceleration and concentration, counterbalancing the visual saturation and
dynamic intensity typical of the biennale format.
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
